Guild Vote dWhat Next!

On March 15, the guild voted 105 to 75 to remain at Bradley Centre. At the Management Committee meeting ways were
discussed to help accommodate our 328 members. A motion was passed to cap the membership at 350 members. When that
number is reached the membership chairperson will take names for a waiting list. Visitors will be allowed for one visit only.

The floor plan for our afternoon meetings will also change. The main hall will be for seating only. The library will move bac k
to the cafeteria area along the wall and the merchants will continue to be situated along the back wall of the cafeteria hall

Al'l other tables wild.l be situated in the Pensionerds room
Quilts, Program, Block of the Month, Membership and Workshops situated in this room. The room will be open from 12:30

p.m. to 1:00 p.m. When the meeting starts the doors will close and all of these committee members will move into the main

hall. The doors will open again to members during the break.

For the evening meetings, these committee tables will be moved out into the hall. Sign -in, the raffle and snack tables will
remain in the cafeteria hall.

Newsletter

For members who access the newsletter using the internet, there is no cost for the newsletter, however we still have
approximately 100 members who receive the newsletter by mail. The costs have been steadily rising over the past few years
and it now cost over $14 a year to send out the newsletter to each person on this list. When you compare this cost to the
amount that we pay for membership, those members are putting less than $11 into the running of the guild.

In order to make it more equitable, the membership committee discussed the issue and have passed a motion that those
members wishing to receive the newsletter by mail will now be asked to pay printing and mailing costs for their newsletter.
This year it will cost $15 per member which will be paid at registration. For those who do not want to pay, they can access
the newsletter on the public library computers.

As of June 1%, only members who have paid for this service will receive their newsletter by mail.
